a. We are incorporating with use of our electronic portfolio an electronic process for collecting data on individual student outcomes as well as program outcomes. We currently use Taskstream™ Electronic portfolio system. We are now incorporating the Learning Achievement Tool which will better enable us to implement a secure, systematic system for collecting, managing and analyzing data over time. This will allow us to analyze rubric-based performance that is collected. In addition, we are incorporating use of the accountability management system (AMS) which will enable use to use a systematic reporting system for use in making data based decisions on candidate and program performance. 
b. We have added ESOL certification to our certification areas. We are collaborating with the Center for Cross Cultural Education and ESOL on our campus. This center provides services to approximately 200 self-identified second language learners on our campus. The following services are provided:
