There are 3 programs from academic year 2011-2012 with less than 10 completers. These include Life Science Education (3) Social Studies Education (3) & Spanish Education (1). Based on the information available to us, we know that 100% of Spanish Education majors passed Praxis I and Spanish content.  Two of three Life Science majors passed Biology content.  The same result was seen for Social Studies majors.
The following is a brief description of the Biology Education and Spanish/Modern Language Education programs:
Life Science Education	
· Strong research foundation;

Social Studies Education
· Students demonstrate their understanding of current educational theory as well as classical educational philosophy; 
· Students demonstrate their understanding of the behavioral development of pre-adolescents and adolescents; 
· Students apply this learning to their own beginning teaching in their early field-based experience and their culminating field-based experience; 
· Students use their commitment to social teaching to meet the educational needs of all students
Spanish Education
· Juniors and seniors study in a country or community of Spanish speakers;
· participate in an immersion program;
· partnered with Center for International Educational Exchange (CIEE) for study abroad;
· Preparation for secondary school Modern Language teaching

3. What changes have you made or do you intend to make to improve your teacher education program?
Rivier University is continually reviewing graduate and undergraduate teacher preparation programs to ensure that curricula in all programs reflect current research, recent NHDOE standards revisions, advancements in instructional technology, and are well-matched to classroom and social need. To this end we are engaged in dialogue with superintendents, NHDOE representatives, professionals in the field, and colleagues from other institutions to exchange information and examine multiple models of teacher preparation and field experience. We have instituted online options for streamlining, enhancing, managing and documenting student growth in college courses and in the field. 
The M.Ed. in Reading and Writing was fully revised in fall 2012 to reflect new state standards and developing trends in literacy education including the increasing number of non-native English speakers and children in poverty.
The M.Ed. in Early Childhood Education is continuing revision to offer separate options in early classroom instruction/child care and early childhood program design and administration.
The M.Ed. in Elementary Education is continuing revision to reflect the State Common Core Standards, particularly disciplinary literacy and technology. 
The M.Ed. in General Special Education is continuing revision to offer concentration options in autism, ELL and learning disabilities. 
The Undergraduate Education Program is continuing revision to offer separate strands in elementary, early childhood, general special education, and administration/leadership. A “Four Plus One” option of seamless matriculation from an undergraduate to graduate program is being explored. Students in elementary and early childhood education entering the “Plus One” graduate program will qualify to receive a special education certificate at the end of the first year. In addition to curricular revisions, changes to field experiences are also under consideration. These considerations include a year-long student teaching experience, and early field experiences supervised by both classroom and college-level professionals.
